B. Women in Electrical Engineering and Computer Science (WEECS)-
Ms McKenna Reed, President WEECS, briefly described the student organization at the University of Central Florida:

WEECS is a student organization under the department of EECS. The primary purpose of the organization is to provide support to women in the fields of electrical engineering and computing. The mission of WEECS is to foster community and professional development of the women in the department. WEECS hosts social, professional and volunteering events throughout the year, UCF sophomore McKenna Reed is working toward a Bachelor’s in Computer Engineering.
     C. ZORA! STEM Initiative-
N.Y. Nathiri briefed the committee on the Association to Preserve the Eatonville Community (PEC). (Presentation attached). N.Y. listed the accomplishments during the past year and plans for the upcoming year.
The PEC was established in 1987, a 501 (c ) 3 historic preservation and arts organization with a commitment to community revitalization through pre-K-grade 12 educational excellence

What is the ZORA!™ STEM Initiative?   P.E.C.’s 10-year commitment to address “the leaky pipeline,” with special emphasis on the middle school population, whose cohort is composed of persons historically under-represented in STEM careers.

She enlisted the support of the members in achieving the objectives of the organization. Besides funding support, there are opportunities to participate in the various programs.
